On Saturday 12th December 2009 at 10:30 - 11:00 there will be a demonstration on the A40 along at Gypsy Corner to promote the desire of local residents to get the requirements of Ealing Council’s A40 Acton: Green Corridor Strategy implemented.





There are 13 separate vacant sites along the A40 between Kathleen Avenue and Western (Savoy) Circus that are currently in the ownership of Transport for London.  All 13 sites are included in the Council’s Green Corridor Strategy.





In the strategy it is stated: “It is important that a clear boundary for the Green Corridor is defined. The Green Corridor boundary is based on a 25 metre wide strip (from the edge of the highway) allowing adequate space for footpaths, cycle ways and landscaping.”





It is of vital importance that the A40 Green Corridor Strategy is implemented.  Local residents believe both TfL and Ealing Council have a duty of care to improve the fundamental ‘quality of life’ for residents, pedestrians and cyclists by implementing the A40 Green Corridor programme and that all efforts should be made to safeguard a minimum width of 25 metres at all sites. A Green Corridor is required to improve the prevailing poor environmental conditions, and also the visual impact of the area, which is considered an eyesore.
